After reading ‘Handa’s Surprise’ we will
look at Africa on the map (globe/ Google
Earth). Then, share the powerpoint of
different homes in Africa, whilst linking
back to the houses seen in the story. We
will explore different features of our
homes, and what we can see in the
images.

After reading ‘On My Papa’s Shoulders’,
we will recap what we learnt about the
different houses in Africa. Pupils will learn
that Africa is a big continent, with villages,
cities and towns.

Share a powerpoint including images of
popular African cities.

After ‘The Koala Who
Could’ and ‘Kirra the Koala’,
we will look at Australia on
Google Earth/ globe/ map
and explore some
differences between UK
and Australia.

Animal habitats such as
forests and outback will
also be explored through
images and videos.

Ahead of our community walk, we
will recap what we have in our local
area, whilst looking at Google Earth.

Seaside, beach, coast, sea, ocean, cliffs, sand,
stones, shells, coach/ car, roads, towers,
decay, old, environment, places, dock,
mountains, iceberg, artic, islands, forests, bay,
tide (other necessary features of a beach/
coast).

Enquiry is to be decided based
on the pupils’ interests, but a
beach trip to Reculver will be a
pupil offer. At the beach we will
explore natural phenomena,
such as pebbles, stones, shells
by completing observational
drawings.

We will discuss the location of
the beach, and how close
Reculver (and other Kentish
coasts) are to Senacre Wood.
